AN ACT relating to concealed firearms; removing the prohibition 

against carrying a concealed firearm; repealing certain 
provisions relating to permits to carry concealed firearms; 
and providing other matters properly relating thereto. 

 
Legislative Counsel’s Digest: 
 Existing law prohibits a person from carrying certain concealed weapons, 1 
including firearms, without a permit. (NRS 202.350, 202.3653-202.369) Section 2 2 
of this bill removes firearms from the list of weapons which a person is prohibited 3 
from carrying in a concealed manner. Section 8 of this bill repeals the provision 4 
which requires a person to have a permit to carry a concealed firearm and repeals 5 
certain other provisions concerning permits to carry concealed firearms. 6

  (7) Unlawful entry of the other’s residence, or forcible entry 12 
against the other’s will if there is a reasonably foreseeable risk of 13 
harm to the other from the entry. 14 
 4.  “Family or household member” means a spouse, a former 15 
spouse, a parent or other adult person who is related by blood or 16 
marriage or is or was actually residing with the person committing 17 
the act of domestic violence. 18 
 5.  “Participant” means an adult, child or incompetent person 19 
for whom a fictitious address has been issued pursuant to NRS 20 
217.462 to 217.471, inclusive. 21 
 6.  “Victim of domestic violence” includes the dependent 22 
children of the victim. 23 
 7.  “Victim of sexual assault” means a person who has been 24 
sexually assaulted as defined in NRS 200.366 or a person upon 25 
whom a sexual assault has been attempted. 26 
 8.  “Victim of stalking” means a person who is a victim of the 27 
crime of stalking or aggravated stalking as set forth in NRS 200.575. 28 
 Sec. 8.  NRS 202.3667, 202.3673, 202.3688 and 202.3689 are 29 
hereby repealed.
